Updates:
Hospital CE Module:

1) Patti Collins presented the module at Chowan Hospital in Edenton on November 4 with 20 participants. 
2) Dawn learned that nursing credit for the module is possible, but would be “cleaner” if Area L approved it for Nursing credit since Patti Collins RN is on the Network committee and one of the instructors.  Patti is on staff at Area L AHEC and could easily get nursing credit approval that can be re-issued each time the program is offered.  Trinnette will follow-up with Patti.
3) Lynn Dale will let Dawn know who from the November class is willing/able to teach the module in the future.

4) Committee will explore possibility of posting the module on the ENCSN website for anyone to access.

EMS CE:
1) Carteret County is requiring all EMS to complete ASLS training, but, unlike Duplin County, doesn’t require the combined pre-hospital and hospital class that the Network recommends.

2) If anyone has questions about referral/transport patterns in their county, ask their EMS Director for a copy of their Triage & Destination Plan that was submitted to Dr. Mears for approval; and ask if they received approval from Dr. Mears.

ASLS:

1) Lynn is interested in hosting ASLS at Chowan.  She and India are working on that together.

2) Group discussed how we can continue to provide ASLS classes while grant funds are dwindling.  Dawn suggested AHEC offer ASLS as they would other CE courses and charge a registration fee to cover the expenses.  

3) Bob Thomas suggested having a “library” of the ASLS books to be re-used for each class to reduce the cost for participants since the book is the biggest expense.  

4) India informed the group that Martin Community College, Halifax Community College, and Wilson Medical Center have libraries of ASLS books for just that purpose.

5) Attention was raised about the information/content in the ASLS books and potentially being outdated.  New guidelines & expanded TpA window could alter the ASLS class and the books have old information.  Will the books be updated and re-published?  Should we as a Network create updates?

6) Another issue raised was the fact that OEMS and their database uses the Cincinnati tool and not MENDS.  How does this effect our EMS connection with ASLS and the hospitals?

New Business: 

Dawn encouraged all CE Workgroup members to review the Stakeholder Survey Results and take note of recommended CE topics and think of potential speakers who could provide instruction on them.
Dawn is going to miss the April 14 Network Membership Meeting in Nash County.  A volunteer is needed to facilitate the CE Workgroup meeting that day.
