New Business: 

The group reviewed the Stakeholder Assessment Survey results and brainstormed potential speakers for suggested CE topics.  More rehab focused education is needed which fall right in line with the strategic Plan of the Network to form a Rehab Work Group in July 2010.  The Speaker’s Bureau list has been updated with rehab speakers added.  Dawn will add more speakers to the Speakers Bureau list from today’s discussion and send out with the minutes.
Marie expressed a need for more education for Caregivers of stroke survivors.  Caregivers need coping strategies and insight into the psychological perspective of stroke survivors.  Dawn mentioned a caregivers training that Red Cross used to do.  It is unknown if this training is still available, and it is not specific to stroke patient caregivers, but rather overall care giving for any disease or disability.  Since this is a topic for the general public and not Health Care professionals, this may need to be addressed by the Community Prevention Education workgroup.

Congratulations to the PCMH Stroke Center and Neuroscience Center for being recognized by the American Heart Association and the American Stroke Association for achieving 85% or higher adherence to the “Get With The Guidelines®” Stroke Performance Achievement indicators for consecutive 12 month intervals and 75% or higher compliance with 6 of 10 “Get With The Guidelines” Stroke Quality Measures to improve quality of patient care and outcomes. For this commitment to excellence and patient care, PCMH has been awarded the 2009 GET WITH THE GUIDELINES® STROKE GOLD PLUS award.
