Updates:

The Speakers Bureau List will be posted on the webpage along with a contact number or e-mail for requests to be funneled to.  It will not include direct contact information of the instructors. Elynor will post limited list to the website.
A compiled list of CE offerings for the 2009-2010 year was distributed. There were 26 events listed during this past fiscal year, with over 1000 people reached and 10 ASLS classes organized in the region (by ENCSN and member partners). 
There was discussion as to whether we should continue in 2010-2011 with the same course offerings or create new programs.  Primarily, staying the course with what we have been successful with was the preference; however, it was discussed that a new joint venture with the Quality work group (or other workgroup) to offer a professional education event related to QI and measuring benchmarks, etc… could be an action step for the coming year.  Another suggestion was to collaborate with the newly formed Rehab work group to provide a seminar. 

Stroke readmissions, case management, and the health care reform bill might be topics of interest for future CE meetings.
Chowan Hospital would be interested in having an ASLS class this next year.

Elynor wondered how the Caregiver Support Workshop organized by Marie Welch went on June 12th. Update from Marie?

New Business: 

There will be a Steering Committee meeting on August 5 to discuss the future of the ENCSN and funding opportunities and the possibility of becoming an independent tax-exempt organization that can apply for grants and take donations.
The ENCSN Steering committee will also need to discuss whether future CE activities will need to charge registration fees, due to the increased number of class offerings and greater interest. The CE workgroup and steering committee will also need to decide whether WebX meetings might make sense, since many local organizations continue to have cuts on travel. We could consult NCSCC on how they set up web conferencing and why.
The goal statement for the CE work group (displayed on the webpage) is in need of updating. Some possible goal statements were discussed, and it will be further discussed at the Steering Committee meeting.
The ECU Student Health Center in Greenville is looking for someone who can present a 1-hour talk on Stroke in Young Adults.  They have no budget, so a local person who doesn’t require payment or travel is ideal. The event is February 2 at noon, with their suggested topic of “Strokes in Young Adults.” Speaker is needed.
