Hallie (Northampton HD)--Education materials were provided for a health fair at a local church (Northampton); news articles sent to two newspapers

Regina (AHA/ASA)-PSAs were broadcast on many of the radio and TV airwaves; partnered with Cornerstone Ministries in Greenville to provide many materials for church Power Sundays (28 churches) (Sherry Bullock). Church incentives will be provided based on pledge numbers, including cookbooks and other thank yous; Stroke Gala in May at Cornerstone (Friday) ~40-50 people in attendance, Power to End Stroke materials. Harnett County Health Department (outside of ENCSN membership area) held Power Sundays in 12-15 churches (Belinda Rayner); pledge registration, risk assessment, BP know your numbers, family history tree brochure; materials still available. WISEwoman will hold an event in June in Greenville which will include Power to End Stroke education.
John Fulk (Martin-Tyrell-Washington HD): Spoke at a Martin County senior fest to a little over 400 people; had a quiz on stroke signs and door prize. Participated in a  middle school wellness event,  BP and control risk factors. Created an article series in the local paper on the warning signs of stroke and what happens when you call 9-11 (level of EMS training in Martin County). Submitted articles for local newspaper.
Rhonda Ward (Lenoir HD)—Created a stroke awareness display in HD. Wrote an article in the newspaper printed May 19th—May stroke awareness month, stats on NC and Lenoir. Talked at the Association of Congregations in Lenoir, 3 min talk. Gave out media items like ambulances and stroke pens.

Terry Congleton (Stroke Risk Identification Program)--Many stroke screenings in Pitt County, Duplin County, Edgecombe County: Briarton (??unsure of name??) community resource center (first time screening)(Grimesland); Albemarle Plantation on May 5th; Latino health fair (22 people) (Pitt County); PCMH hosted a series educational opportunities - wheel on signs and symptoms of stroke; code stroke education in PCMH hospital cafeteria and on the various hospital floors; Marie Welch spoke and attended Stroke Gala at Cornerstone Ministries in Greenville; screening in Duplin with Carolyn Ezzell (33 people)-invited EMS but weren’t able to come; screening coming up in Tarboro for Edgecombe on this Friday. Proclamation, weekly hospital updates.

Jo Morgan (Pitt HD)—Partnered with EMS; provided many incentives; created a Pitt EMS stroke brochure for when EM visit homes. Elynor and Dr. Morrow (Pitt HD Director) spoke at a senior celebration (~50 seniors) and talked about public health and stroke. EMS providers were at the Greenville Mall May 19-20 and distributed promotional items, risk factors for stroke. EMS Director and Elynor were on radio (AM station) talking about stroke and EMS partnership. Elynor developed pre-printed stroke inserts that were in the Daily Reflector newspaper May 3 and 6.  Elynor and Public Health Nurse spoke to a group of occupational health nurses to discuss JNC7 and ATPIII guidelines for proper blood pressure and cholesterol referral and management.
State level stroke education: TV “family feud” stroke ads have been running all month. On WRAL, there was a 30 min stroke talk with David Crabtree and others; also a talk on WUNC TV with William Friday on stroke (NC stroke champion speakers).

[John] Use resources that are already available.  Concern expressed for getting commitment from partners, i.e. employers back out of events to promote stroke awareness; need to work with hospital more.  Major issue is building community collaboration.
[Rhonda] New in position; getting to know community partners; wants to be more involved with EMS; partner EMS and HD; ENCSN does help with resources; trying to get through process
[Sue] find key people with interests—physicians, hospital contacts—spread the news; someone who had stroke may be great speaker;
[Jo] finding who’s who in county, who carries weight, and establish relationship to open doors

[Terry] future program goals are to work with India to focus on Edgecombe; will be doing lipid panels in mid-June as new service; need to look at #s and may need more defined criteria for screenings; trying to get into business communities and target under insured populations; (Jo mentioned Occupational Health Nurses group may be a group that can assist with getting into businesses.  Elynor will share the contacts that she made at a recent meeting of this group). Having the infrastructure of this ENCSN group has been very useful. As a result of the Network, Terry was able to get into Kenansville (Duplin).
