1. Identify target groups and tools for increasing Rehab work group membership.

Recruiting Tools: (What does the Rehab group offer? Why join?)

2. Develop a decision tree template of the continuum of care for the stroke population. 

As requested by the group on 10/11/11, a hard copy of the Algorithm included in Pam Duncan’s article was provided at the ENCSN Quarterly meeting on 10/25/11. 
Marie would like for group members to give their input into how the algorithm can be improved. 
It was discussed at the quarterly meeting on 10/25/11 that the group would like to develop a Resource Guide for Stroke Survivors which is something that would be included on the Algorithm (see new Goal 6).
After the quarterly meeting, Marie agreed to contact Pam Duncan to include her in discussions about algorithm changes (copyright?). 

Review / discuss algorithm as needed today.

3. Based on the Brain Attack Coalition’s Recommendations, update the educational module (e.g., power point presentation) about Rehabilitative Care for the Stroke Patient and disseminate it rehab professionals.
Action (Marie): Check to see if anything in the ppt needs changing based on BAC 8/25/11 update. 
Marie hasn’t looked at this ppt yet; http://www.encsn.org/rehab.htm 

Marie hoped this is something that could be looked at by rehab staff and would be a useful resource for CARF accredited facilities. 

Once updated, disseminate it to members of rehab professional organizations listed in Goal 1. 

4. Investigate collaboration with Southern Atlantic Hospital Alliance’s (SAHA) Rehab Directors Group. 
Elynor and Christine attended the SAHA Rehab Directors’ Group meeting in August. SAHA Rehab Directors’ Group is interested in working with ENCSN Rehab Group on Rehab stroke continuing education and a Young Stroke event. 
Rehab work group announcements are being sent to Jessica Landin at SAHA to help get our message to their Rehab Directors’ Group, in addition to the members who joined the ENCSN listserv in August. 

Continuing Education collaboration: “Improving Outcomes for Stroke Patients.” (Wayne Memorial Hospital on February 21, 2012; free after WMH folks have registered; Eastern AHEC). 

Kerry from Maria Parham and Karen from Carolina East are interested in attending if space is available.  Christine notified Jessica at SAHA that ENCSN Rehab Work Group is hoping to check this out as a possible Rehab stroke CE opportunity. Wayne is a SAHA hospital, too.

Young Stroke Event collaboration: We will engage SAHA Rehab Directors’ Group in our planning of a Young Stroke event. 

5. Young Stroke Event (previously discussed - made official at ENCSN quarterly meeting)

Marie submitted a letter of intent to the NC Stroke Care Collaborative from PCMH acting on behalf of a regional Young Stroke Event, citing other Eastern Regional NCSCC hospitals as partners, as well as the Eastern NC Stroke Network. Carolina East Medical Center (Karen Zaytoun) has volunteered as a host site. Marie will speak to Sylvia Coleman, Interim Manager, NCSCC, on Wednesday, November 9, 2011 to discuss the project idea in more detail, prior to the December 2, 2011 grant application deadline. Amy Edmunds has offered to help with grant writing.

6. Stroke Survivor Resource Guide (added at ENCSN quarterly meeting)

(From 10/25/11 minutes): The committee would like to develop a resource guide for Stroke Survivors as suggested by Amy in her presentation.  All facilities may have some resource lists available and the committee will review and consolidate as necessary.   Carolina East Medical Center already has resources listed for several counties they serve.  List will be an “Angie’s List” for Stroke Survivors.  List will be a part of the Algorithm. 
Action steps from 10/25/11:

· Karen will share her list.

· Marie will check with Mary Hall for possible list Council on Aging might have.

· Committee will review the Algorithm before the next conference call.
Discussed on 11/8/11: 
Since the group has expressed interest in collecting stroke survivor resources by community, it was recommended that we take advantage of the online resource database https://www.nccarelink.gov/ (referenced in Goal 1) to collect and store this information.
To do this, Rehab work group members are asked to spend some time on the website to see what stroke related resources are listed in their community, add to the database based on resource information they’ve collected, and contact people in their community who should also add their resources to the database. 

Stroke survivor related resources may include, home health agencies, medical equipment, independent living, assistive technology, and support groups, just to name a few. 

We also discussed that Rehab work group members might benefit from knowing about Rural Health Clinics, Federally Qualified Health Centers, and independent free clinics in their area when trying to locate medical services and/or medication assistance for stroke survivor patients. There are online searchable databases of clinics through numerous agencies:

Related to stroke survivor resources, we discussed stroke support groups. The ENCSN has been receiving more requests from providers who are trying to place a stroke survivor in a support group.  Marie has been leading a support group consistently for 20+ years with Johnnie Hamilton. Stroke support groups will be featured at the January ENCSN quarterly meeting. 

Marie pointed to a resource on AHA/ASA website where people can look up stroke support groups or join one online. Stroke support group leaders can also complete a form to register their support group with this database:
